WHEREAS, historians record that the first Memorial Day was inaugurated in
Columbus, Georgia, in March of 1866, and Georgians recall hallowed memories of this
sad day and sanctify those sacred places where our dead sleep; and

WHEREAS, in 1874, the General Assembly of Georgia set aside the 26" day of
April of each year to honor Georgia's heroic sons who so gloriously illustrated our
state's spirit of honor and valor on the field of battle; and

WHEREAS, it is fitting that our citizens continue this proud and honored
tradition by pausing to remember those who fought so gallantly on behalf of our state
and made the supreme and selfless sacrifice of life itself;

NOW, THEREFORE, the Mayor and Council of the City of Fayetteville hereby
prociaim April, 2008 as Confederate History and Heritage Month and also proclaim
April 26, 2008 as Confederate Memorial Day to honor Confederate soldiers.
